He comes from one of our best cows that given us 
elite sale heifers and performs year after year.  With the EPD showing BW 
in the top 15%, he could be an all purpose bull. His sire typically come 
about a week before their due date. His heifers might want to be kept with 
these high in MILK EPD’s. I would have no problem having to move this bull 
from pasture to pen as he is easy going and polite to be around. 

Lonesome Stetson is a long bodied, thick sire that was purchased form Lonesome 
Dove Ranch after seeing him in their show string. He has a large stretch from his 
birth to weaning and yearling weights which he passes on to his progeny. His 
progeny sells as lots 38, 41 & 42.
